TO THE MOST WORSHIPFUL GRAND LODGE

STATE OF THE ORDER 

. I fe~I. obliged at th_e outset to mention the subject 
of cham letters, which are again being circulate' 
~hrough this jurisdiction. This is a most reprehen:~ 
Ible . act and leans very strongly toward superstition 
~nd has no place in our Masonic family. I strongly 
i:ecommend to each of you who may receive such a 
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Jetter to quickly destroy it and take no part whatever 
in furthering such a nuisance. 

Again I would like to bring to the attentic,n of 
Grand Lodge the need for Fifty Year recognition: 
This I believe has been before this Grand Lodge pre­
viously and was not, at the time, recommended for 
action, although the Grand Secretary went to some 
length in procuring information on the subject. I sug­
gest that a committee be appointed to again !J'O into 
this matter and either make further report or have 
authority given them to proceed with the procuring 
and distribution of such an item. 

. . Our world today is still greatly troubled with prob­
lems of offence and defence and the strivings of some 
nations to encourage and destroy smaller and weaker 
ones by force of arms; by trying to undermine the 
shaky foundations of not too stable and sorely pressed 
peoples in all parts of the world and to combat such 
we all must have great thought for one of our prin­
cipal pillars of support. 

Fortitude is one of the cardinal virtues, one of 
the primary sources of strength needed by all men, 
and that is why consideration of it is included in one 
of the very first lectures of Masonry. Every Mason 
must have it. All the way through life situations will 
arise wherein this basic quality of fortitude must be 
exercised. These situations will arise in your own 
intimate home, in your relations with your fellow men 
and in your duties as a part of the nation in which 
you live. There is no question that we need fortitude 
now more than before if we are ever to rise above the 
conditions which exist in our nation today. 

Those who are without fortitude become weak, 
spineless creatures who drift with the tide, who be-
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come · the pawns of whatever forces are in control, 
who never rise to the stature of men and therefore 
become the tools of others who may wish to use them 
for purposes undignified and unworthy of beings 
created in the image of Deity. 

Those who possess the quality of fortitude always 
stand upright, with faces turned forward, able to with­
stand the blows that may come, and without failing, 
lift their voices for what is right and what will be 
helpful to all mankind. 

Masonry offers no escape from the world. So long 
as we live, we are in it, a part of it, and should do 
what we can to make it a livable, kindly, generous, 
peace!ul world in which all may participate with joy, 
security, contentment and interest. Masonry is not 
some secret way by which we avoid the responsibil­
ities of living in a world made complex by the endless 
machinations of men. Masonry is a way of life• an 
understanding of the deep meanings of it thr~ugh 
which we are enabled to taste .to the fullest, the joys 
of true brotherhood, fellowship and the happiness of 
living, working and doing for each other. And that 
really takes fortitude. 

As we are so well aware, the world at large is not 
o~ganized on that basis. Jealousies, hatreds, ambi­
tion~, greeds'. and spites encompass the earth. To peo­

. ple m the grip of such forces the tenets and teachings 
of Masonry mean nothing. They laugh and scorn 
at this Divinely inspired philosophy and hold it in con­
tempt. Our _adherence to such principles is reviled. 
Power-physical or psychological-is the god of such 
peopl':. Thu~ when we speak of the ·gentle things, 
the kmdly tlungs, the patience and brotherly Jove of 
Masonry, we are apt to meet with laughter and ridi­
cule. Especially is this true now in these days when 
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force and power occupy the centre of the stage. Some­
times there seems little room left for the humble gen­
tleness of our teachings. 

We need .not be deceived. What we have to offer 
is what the whole world. needs and wants. In times 
of stress and trouble the quiet things we teach are 
brushed aside. Yet, always, the scarred and hungry 
heart of man comes back to them. There is no other 
comfort,- no other relief. Therefore, now, as never 
before, must we exhibit our fortitude, that strength 
of conviction of truth and reality, that after all the 
turmoil and confusion is over, can and will do so much 
to heal the wounds and hurts of war and evils. 

There are worries, fears, griefs, and sorrows that 
at times seem to engulf us all. We are· gravely con­
cerned about the future of our country and security 
for ourselves. But, if we give way, what hope is there 
left? None. Now of all times, we must be strong, 
and show the world the inner power of our brotherly 
love and faith. This is one of the reasons why we 
have been brought together in a common union. 

It is both desirable and necessary during these per­
ilous days to exhibit a true fellowship of brotherhood 
to each other and to the world, a steadfast fortitude 
that no danger nor fear can shake. Beholding it, 
those who might lose courage are supported, given new 
strength. 

We all promised to do this and verily we vowed 
always to be ready to help a brother in distress. One 
way to do that is to demonstrate before him and the_n 
pass on to him the fortitude we need so much. · This 
quality is one of the standards by which we measure 
man. 

In weakness . we can do little or nothing. In 
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strength-no just purpose is impossible for us to 
achieve. Let us, then, hold fast to fortitude. 

The need for sober, serious analysis of the grave 
problems of this day was never greater, nor the need 
for individual emphasis more imperative. By being 
Masons not only in name but in deed, can this frater­
nity meet the issue of true citizenship. It is a duty 
incumbent on all members of the Craft to ineet the 
conflicting opinions of the day with sane judgment 
and extend every honest effort toward the perpetua­
tion of Canadian Ideals, thereby guaranteeing the 
government of their nation and the future of its cher­
ished institutions. Let us therefore measure up to 
our responsibility. Let us keep well our vigil. Our 
hope is in God. 

I wish to thank, very sincerely, the many who 
have contributed toward what success my visits have 
had this past term. Too many have assisted to name 
them individually. To each of you I say with fervor 
-thank you.

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REPORT OF GRAND HISTORIAN 

Most Worshipful Grand Master, 
Officers and Members of Grand Lodge: 

Again I have the honor and pleasure of reporting 
some of the things which have come to the Grand 
Historian during the Masonic Year closing with this 
communication of Grand Lodge. 

This period is of itself of historic interest as our 
Convention comes three months earlier than in the 
past. It has been our custom to assemble late in 
August; this year we come together in the latter 
part of May, thus reducing the time of service of 
our Grand Master and his staff. The results of the 
change in time will be noted with interest. 

The documents and records belonging to Zetland 
Lodge No. 24, which have been in my keeping for 
some time were delivered to them by me last autumn 
in their new lodge home together with some very old 
certificates which I had framed for the lodge. 

I had the pleasure of accompanying our Grand 
Master on several of his visitations and observed with 
pleasure the ·growing high regard and affection he 
has won for himself. 

I had the honor of installing the Master and Offi­
cers of Keith Lodge. Also our Deputy Grand Master, 
William J. Bambury, accorded me the privilege of 
assisting him in the installation of the Master and 
Officers of Acacia Lodge. 

During the year I procured suitable steel files for 
the documents and records sent me from time to time 
for our History Department. With these files also 
material which may be condensed in future chapters 
can be preserved without confusion or loss till time 
permits its ultimate use. 
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I was especially fortunate this year in being free 
to attend the eleventh meeting of The Canadian Ma­
s~nic Research Association in Halifax, Friday eve­
?mg, March the 5th. This meeting was of especial 
mter_est to me as the Masonic relics on display that 
evem?~ were the regalia, documents, pictures, etc., 
pertamrng to the long career of the Hon. Alexander 
Keith for whom my mother lodge was named. The 
gathering was in Freemasons' Hall and was presided 
over by the Grand Master of Nova Scotia, M:W: Bro. 
Dr. Perry Cochrane. This is the first time since the 
Association was formed that I have had the oppor­
tunity to attend and, by-the-way, I was the only repre­
sentative from our own Jurisdiction on that occasion. 

The programme for the even>ng was as follows: 

1. Reading of the minutes of the tenth meeting of 
The Association held in Toronto, November 23rd 
1953. ' 

2. A paper on the life, work and Masonic activities 
of Major Erasmus James Philipps, read by R:W: 
Bro. John Doull, Grand Historian. 

A few of the Past Grand Masters of New Bruns­
wick are the proud possessors of the Erasmus 
James Philipps medal including your Grand His­
torian. This medal was struck in 1921. 

3. Honorable Alexander Keith, - a paper by M:W: 
Reginald Harris, Grand Secretary of The Juris­
diction of Nova Scotia. Grand Master· Keith ruled 
the Craft for thirty-three years,-from 1840 to 
1873, - and without doubt, exerted a strong in­
fluence on Masonry in these Maritime Provinces 
in his time. 

Not the least value one receives at these meetings 
is as in all Masonic gatherings, a fine fellowship and 
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an insight into the work and methods of the other 
Historians. 

Last year Keith Lodge No. 23 of Moncton cele­
brated its Hundredth Anniversary with events of out­
standing interest from time to time throughout the 
year. I was not able to attend them all as my daily 
work took me out of the city much of the time last 
year but I was present at some of them, and I can 
truly say that, to date, 1953 was the banner year of 
Keith Lodge. The largest number of any year in her 
history sought membership and appear to be an ex­
cellent type of young members. Masonry in Mone­
ton is, without doubt, in a healthy and prosperous 
condition. The appearance of the lodge room has been 
greatly improved and its seating capacity enlarged 
by the addition of a gallery and the fine organ, re­
cently installed, is used to great advantage, not only 
during degree work, but in the routine periods. 

These items will, I trust, convey to you why even 
the quietest and briefest period has matters of in­
terest to claim the attention of your Grand Historian. 

A number of booklets of historic value have come 
in and are placed in the new files for future reference. 

I thank the Most Worshipful the Grand Master 
and all the brethren for their various contributions 
and respectfully solicit your continued interest in our 
History Department.

The following report from a committee to con­
sider and recommend changes in our system of ap­
plication for membership and candidate investigation 
was submitted. The forms forming part thereof are 
not produced here owing to their length. 

REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON 
CANDIDATE INVESTIGATION 

TO THE M:W: GRAND MASTER 
AND MEMBERS OF GRAND LODGE: 

May 27, 1954. 

.Your Committee appointed to look into our system 
of candidate investigation and to prepare and submit 
any improved method of procedure, which would tend 
to improve our Order, wish to report as follows:-

It was unanimously agreed by the Board of Gen­
eral Purposes that our present method is indeed very 
unsatisfactory, and that very little instruction has 
ever been given to those charged with the responsi­
bility of investigating a candidate for membership 
into this Honorable Fraternity. 

It was agreed that there is a possibility that our 
standards of requirements have been permitted to fall 
too low, 'and that more exactness and interest must 
be shown, by Sponsors, Investigators and the Lodge, 
if our institution is to remain at a level where dignity, 
decorum, respect and appreciation of the better things 
of lifec are to be found. 

Your Committee has reviewed methods of candi­
date investigation presently in use in other Masonic 
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Jurisdictions. Your committee is of the opinion that 
this method must be operated in a standard manner 
by every Lodge in this Jurisdiction, that the required 
forms be printed and supplied by Grand Lodge at a 
nominal cost to the individual Lodge, that no other 
form or procedure be authorized or permitted to be 
used relative to Candidates in any individual Lodge, 
and that supervision be given by the D.D.G.M.'s to 
make sure the method set out by this Grand Lodge is 
always being correctly followed. 

It has been unanimously agreed by our Board of 
General Purposes that the procedure outlined in this 
report now placed before this Grand Lodge for rati­
fication will do much to clarify and definitely outline 
what is expected from the Candidate and each mem­
ber of the Investigating Committee, and that the best 
interest of our Fraternity will be much better guarded 
and be a means of keeping our standards high. 

Your Committee realize that some a_dditional work 
will be placed upon the Secretary's Office in adopting 
this proposed procedure, but are of the opinion that 
no interested Secretary can slight his responsibility 
in th!s important matter, and if this method is prop­
erly carried into constant practice and use, that· no 
worthy prospective candidate will hesitate to supply 
the information requested, or be disappointed in any 
time delay which might be experienced in receiving 
his initiation degree. 

Attached is a proposed method of procedure and 
tentative suggested forms.
