"My 
Church, my Service Club, my Home, my Community and 
my Loc;lge ;" "What is the best approach to Masonic Re­
search Activities;" "The desirability of elimination of re­
duced non-resident Dues.'' 

One of the highlights in the career of a Grand Master 
is his attendance at the annual conference of Grand Masters 
of Masons in North America which was held this year on 
February 21st to 24th, in the nation's capital. The agenda

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This Conference wa.s attended by Grand Masters from 
practically every country in the world, some -of them being 
Argentina, Chile, China, Cuba, 2 Grand Lodges of France, 
Germ.any, Israel, Mexico, Peru, Philippine Islands, Puerto 
Rico, Tamaulipas, 7 Canadian and 49 from United States. 
All of the meetings enumerated were highly inspirational, 
educational and beneficial to the Craft. The cement of 
brotherly love and affection was spread as it can . be done 
in no other way than by the close and cordial fellowship 
that prevailed among those present throughout all of the 
Conference. The V :W: Grand Secretary and myself at­
tended the breakfast given by Frank S. Land in honor 
of the President of the United States, Dwight D. Eisen­
hower, February 24th at 7 :30 a.m. - an enjoyable experi­
ence long to be remembered. The President was accom­
panied by his Cabinet, members of the Supreme Court of 
the United States and the Heads of the Departments at 
the White House, some 35 in all. The President, Charles 
E. Wilson, Secretary for Defence, Secretary for Interrial 
Revenue and others spoke briefly to the Grand Masters 
and Grand Secretaries present. 

On April 2nd, 1955, accompanied by members of the 
Grand Lodge, I made an official visit to Carleton Lodge 
No. 8, West Saint John. 

On April 5th, 1955, I made an official vmt to St. 
John's Lodge No. 2, Saint John and was accompanied 
by members of the Grand Lodge. 

On April 13th, accompanied by members of the Grand 
Lodge, I made an official visit to Grand Lake Lodge No. 
4 7, Minto, N. B. 

On April 14th, I made an official visit to Woodsto~k 
Lodge No. 11, Woodstock, and was accompanied by mem­
bers of the Grand Lodge. 

On April 27th, accompanied by R:W: Bro. James S. 
Hoyt, Chairman of the Ritual Committee, I visited the 
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North Shore District Meeting held in Campbellton when 
the Lodges exemplified the three degrees. The meeting 
was well attended and I am sure a benefit to Masonry. 

I was invited to attend the Sessions of the Grand Lodge 
of Maine on May 2, 3 and 4 and although I had accepted 
I was unable to attend. 

STATE OF THE ORDER 

Masonry in New Brunswick is in a very sound and 
flourishing position today. Our :financial position is good, 
our Benevolent Fund is such that not a single known case 
of genuine hard;hip goes unheeded.' Membership has in­
creased each year and I hope a more friendly feeling exists 
among our Members. 

SALUTE 

We are indeed very glad today to salute our Past Grand 
Masters R:W: Bros. Stanley M. Wetmore, 30-31; G. Perci­
val Burchill, 34-35; Guy H. Humphrey, 36-37; James S. 
Hoyt, 42-44; Arthur S. Robinson, 45-46 and J. William 
Duncan, 51-52. They have been a tower of strength to me 
and I know I am speaking for all of you when I say I 
hope they may be long spared to strengthen Masonry in 
this Province. 

ORDER OF DEMOLAY 

Some Lodges in the Province have been giving support 
and counsel to the Order of DeMola y and I would urge 
continuance of such. This organization· of our finest young 
·men deserves assistance and more encouragement from 
Masons everywhere, it is a great factor in training the youth 
of our nation. 

50-YEAR BUTTONS 

The Committee appointed last year will report at this 
Communication. One of the greatest pleasures which cin 
come to a Grand Master is the opportunity of presenting 
a 50-year Jewel signifying the attainment of lifty years 
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of service to the Craft. This happy moment has come to 
me during the past year. The look of pride and gratitude 
on the face of. the recipient is ample proof that this Grand 
Body wiII act wisely in establishing the custom in New 
Brunswick. 

LODGE DUES 

It is very apparent that many lodges are operating on 
insufficient re_venue and. are thereby handicapped in -carry­
ing out a progressive programme. I would recomniend 
that every lodge review · their annual dues as a dollar today 
will not pay £or as much as it did a few years ago. 

LODGE MEMBERSHIP . 

In my opinion it is not desirable that lodges become 
so large in membership as to imperil to fraternal friendship. 
It is my thought lodges can be too large. This does not 
make for that good friendship and fellowship so essential to. 
the smooth running of the lodge. If Brethren had more 
opportunity to occupy the various chairs there would be 
greater interest taken. An ideal lodge membership would 
be between 150-200. When this is exceeded it is time a 
new lodge be formed. Of course this applies more to 
towns and cities than to country districts. In our choice 
of candidates we should make quality not quantity, our 
watchword. In my opinion, we should impress on our new 
brethren the desirability of not proposing candidates until 
they themselves have been a member for at least a few 
years and understand more fully the regulations. They 
should then help the new candidates to become acquainted 
with other members, and generally see that they "find their 
feet," as it were, in the Craft. 

Brethren, Freemasonry is one of the oldest and most hon­
ourable institutions in the world. It wiII undoubtedly con­
tinue to exist and grow in strength from year to year, 
because it is founded on that great book The Volume of 
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the Sacred Law, on which each of us has taken a solemn 
obligation and has expressed his faith in God. 

Finally, my Brethren, I say thanks to all of you and 
to all the Masons of New Brunswick. You have given me 
a great experience and to my mind one of the greatest 
honors that it is possible to give. To the best of my knowl­
edge there is a wonderful feeling of friendship throughout 
the 9,006 Masons of New Brunswick.

All Annual Reports have been made and certificates are 
being presently issued and forwarded to Lodge Secretaries. 
I thank the Secretaries of the Lodges for their promptness 
in making their Annual Returns to enable me to give a com~· 
plete picture of our membership to date. Some are· still· a 
little dilatory but slight urging usually brings results and on° 
the whole, returns are in good order. Four of our Lodges 
are late in remitting their Fees and Dues and I feel that 
they should make better provision to liquidate their indebted-
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ness to Grand Lodge before the date of sending their An­
nual ·Returns as the cheque is supposed to accompany such 
return. In a number of ,instances, itemized Treasurer's Re­
ports are not submitted, simply a statement of the lump sum 
expended. It is necessary that a full statement of the Treas­
urer's ~ccounts be submitted to this office, this being provided 
for in the Constitution, although the Constitution does not 
say "itemized" that is the intention. 

I note that a number of Lodges are not purchasing. Con­
stitutions for presentation to their members. This is some­
thing that must be done and the reason they have not been 
checked closely is because I presumed they' had a supply on 
hand, b:ut I feel that they must now have run out of such 
supply. The Constitution provides that a copy of this book, 
together with a copy of the By-Laws of the Lodge be pre­
sented to each candidate upon completion of his Master 
Mason Degrees. A close check will be kept on all Lodges 
and rep(?rt must be made to the Board of General Purposes 
of such Lodges- as are delinquent in the presentation of the 

Constitution. 
To the Secretaries of Lodges, I would ask that you be 

a little more prompt in sending in the names and addresses 
of all newly raised members so that the booklet "More Light 
on Freemasonry" can be sent them as· soon after their raising 
as possible, so that such information and knowledge as it 
contains would be available to them when they need it the 

most. 
A question that should be considered now by this Grand 

Lodge has to do with dual and plural membership and sus­
pension. Cases have arisen where members have been sus­
pended in one Lodge to which they have been affiliated and 
still retain membership in their Mother Lodge or vice-versa. 
I feel that if any Brother is delinquent to the point of sus­
pensiori for non-payment of dues, his suspension in_ o~e Lodge 
should make suspension in each mandatory. This 1s a sub­
ject perhaps best left to the Board of General Purposes to 
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deal with and bring in a resolution for another year, but hard­
·Ship is· being experienced in some Lodges of -the jurisdiction 
where such suspensions have occurred, still leaving the mem­
ber active in another Lodge. 

There is another question that has been set before me 
· a number of times lately which I think should be dealt with 
immediately, that is the question of residence of such peti­
tioners as the Mounted Police, Soldiers, and such others whose 
occupation requires transfer from place to place and does not 
permit them to form an established home in any one place 
for any lengthy period but still being within the jurisdiction 
of our Grand Lodge. 

Our Constitution makes provision for seafaring men other 
than those employed on Coasters (so-called) and I feel some 
provision should be made for prospective candidates covered 
under these headings.

Regular meetings of the Board of General Purposes have 
· been held throughout the year, at Which much of interest 
to the Craft was discussed. At the regular meeting in Sep­
t~mber R:W: P. L. W. Drader, Senior Grand Warden, was 
elected Vice-President of the Board. 

The Grand Master appointed the following to administer 
the Fund of Benevolence:-R:W: Brothers J. W. Duncan, 
J. L. Heans, R. F. Wright, C. F. Sanford, with the Grand 
Master and the Grand Treasurer. 

The Committee received and approved several applica­
tions and distributed $1,600.00. 

We have thought best to transfer the Bonds of the Fund 
of Benevolence from the Bank of Nova Scotia Safety De­
posit Box to the Canada Permanent Trust Co. who hold 
the bonds for Grand Lodge and administer the account 
in so far as deposits are concerned, thus saving a very 
considerable amount of work by our Grand Treasurer. 

From Grand Lodge 1954 the question of a Masonic 
Home was presented to the Board and a Committee com­
posed of V:W: R. F. Wright, R:W: Bros. Jas. S. Hoyt 
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and A. C. Lemmon met with a committee from Sussex 
Lodge No. 4 at Dorchester who entered the proposal on 
the records of Grand Lodge last May. I will read you. 
the report of the findings of the Committee. 

The matter of Fifty Year Button and Certificate, Com• 
mittee under the chairmanship of R:W: H. ·D. Hopkins, 
have gone into this matter very fully and have ,recommended 
to your board that a buttoh and certificate be. presented . 
such members who have attained fifty years' membership 
as Master Masons. This button and certificate would be 
presented for Grand Lodge by the Grand Master or such 
other officer as he may designate.. These. are presently 
available and can be issued upon notification through the 
Grand Secretary with the complete record of the member, 
without charge to the Lodge. 

It has been suggested to the Board that Grand Lodge 
have a die cast for .- a button · for 'twenty-five year membef­
ship. This is to be sold to the Lodges at cost. We ask· 
you to give your consideration to this at this session of 
Grand Lodge, so that we shall know ·how to proceed in 
this matter. 

The Ritual Committee have suggested several changes 
in the work of Lodges and in the presentation _of the apron 
by the Sr. Warden to the candidate. To facilitate these 
matters, Grand Lodge has procured white leather .aprons, 
one of which will be sent to each Lodge in the Jurisdiction, 
for use, this without cost to the Lodge but if any further 
supply is required, each Lodge will purchase their own 
from the Dominion Regalia Co. who have manufactured 
these present articles. 

The Committee on Application Forms are submitting 
a draft of the new proposed application. These bave been 
presented to each of you on your registration. We wish 
you to give them full consideration. Last year the Com­
mittee appointed to consider application forms was also

ask~µ to ~Et.ke recom~endations, ·standardizing . _other. forms 
used by. Lodges. This seems to be considerable. work: for 
o~e. Committee. and we recommend to the incoming G~and 
Master that l_ie appoint ~ further Committee to undert~e 
this dt,1ty. -and relieve tb,e origina~ committee of this· extra 
labor. 

It has been the feeling that our initiation · fees have 
been inadequate in that they have not kept up with the 
advancing economy of our _ country and :that more should 
be. charged for initiation fee than is presently in effect. 
Your Board are therefore submitting Notice of.-Motion to 
be considered at this time to increase the minimu:c:n fee 
for all Lodges ouiside of the jurisdiction . of . Saint John 
and Moncton to $35.00 over the present $25:00 arid· in 
S~int John- and Moncton $75.00 over the pres.,.;t $50:00. 

In like manner your Board feels that the time has 
arrived when there should be no jurisdictional limits govern• 
,ng the six Saint John City Lodges, they therefore, offer

REPORT OF RITUAL COMMITTEE 
AUGUST 23rd, 1955. 

The report of the Ritual Committee was submitted by 
•R:W: James S. Hoyt, as follows: 
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As chairman of the Ritual Committee I would like to 
report on the committee's findings in regard to the Grand 
Master's Conference held the day previous to Grand Lodge 
of this year. 

The Ritual Committee attempted to select Lodges to 
exemplify the work of the various Degrees as approved by 
this Grand Lodge, hoping that same would be beneficial to 
Past Masters, Masters, and particularly the ju:i;iior Officers 
coming along in the various Lodges. Several rehearsals for 
each of the Degrees were held previous to the presentation 
at the Grand Master's Conference, and the exemplification 
was in most of the instances as laid down and approved by 
your Ritual Committee. 

Although a great number of the Masons did attend 
we were somewhat disturbed by the fact that the Masters, 
Wardens and Junior Officers did not have the number in 
attendance which we considered they should have had. 

After each section of the Degrees preliminary reviews 
of the work were presented by several membrs of the com­
mittee. Apparently this seemed to suffice because not very 
many questions were presented to us from the members wit­
nessing the work. 

Time, however, did not allow for the pr~enting of the 
lectures, and in many cases questions were asked individual 
members of the committee for clarification on points in the~e 
lectures. 

We would be glad to have the members' feeling in this 
regard. If Grand Master's Conferences are held in the 
future would it be advantageous to give the lectures and 
possibly cut down on some of the Degrees, in order that a 
fuller coverage of the work might take place? Standardiza­
tion of Masonic work is very essential and although Cypher 
Manuals carry most of the work there is a tendency to use 
words which do not convey the meaning as clear as the 
proper wording.

for the good of Masonry as a whole. 

In conclusion may I take this opportunity to thank· the 
Past Masters and other· members who accompanied me on 
my official visits to other lodges, and to thank all lodges in 
this. District for their brotherly love and assistance which 
has made i!__ __ a pleasure to serve you Most Worshipful Sir 
and the Grand Lodge of New Brunswick.
