Honourable Fraternity of Free and Accepted Masons 
of New Brunswick" was held at the Masonic Temple, Ger­
main Street, in the City of Saint John, on Thursday, the 
twenty-second day of May, A.D. 1958, A.L. 5958, 

Most Worshipful Dr. Donald Andrew Somerville assum­
ed the Throne and Grand Lodge was opened in Ample 
Form at 10 :00 o'clock a.m., followed by solemn prayer by

Text: crw e are laborers together with· God." 1 Corinthians 3 :. 9. 

As Masons we turn with deep interest to those great per­
iods in history when masons wrought in stone and brick. 
The earlier period culminated in that masterpiece, the Tem­
ple _at Jerusalem, and numbered among its products the 
Pyramids. The later period saw the erection of the mag­
nificent cathedrals during the Middle Ages. 

The buildings were noted for their stability and strength; 
for their beauty and rich adornment; and for their symbolism. 

The builders were noted for their common interest, name­
ly their deep spiritual outlook. E.g., Solomon speaking to 
Hiram, king of Tyre, announces: "I propose to build an 
house . unto the name of the Lord, my God." The outlook 
of the builders of the earlier period is clear when, we re-
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member that the Pyramids were erected as tombs for kings, 
while at the same time revealing something of the hope of 
immortality. 

.It appears that in all the years there were those who, 
while not operative masons, had an interest in architecture. 
These were included in the organizations or groups of oper- _ 
ative masons in an honorary capacity. 

By reason of our spiritual outlook or aspirations we arec, 
of this class, and thus we are to think of ourselves as co­
workers with God. 

God is the master builder, the Great Architect of the 
Universe. We cannot think of Him without thinking of 
growth and building. In the universe and in man we see 
what He has made. And in the constant change around 
us and in us we behold Him at work today. From the very 
beginning He has been designing His universe and man for 
His purposes. And as His ways are revealed to us it is as 
though He placed the designs upon the trestle-board and 
calls for His partners to help Him. 

Man is the Partner of God, the Fellow Craftsman, if you 
will. Called to this high position he can be assured that 
no task that is set for him can be of small worth. He has 
God for a. Partner, and whatever his work may be it is 
dignified by his being a laborer together with God; and the 
laborer himself is ennobled thereby. The "Great men" of 
the world have been men who worked with God. They 
have been quick to acknowledge that whatever they ·have 
accomplished they have been able to do by the help of God. 
Thus it was that Hiram_; while laboring on the Temple, 
built this more enduring structure-Masonry, which has had 
such a happy and beneficient effect these many years. We 
are laborers together with God. 

But before we are Fellow Craftsmen we are Entered 
Apprentices. Man is always an apprentice until he becomes 
proficient. The hist01y of mankind is the story of his growth 
and learning. Every day he mak,es new progress, and every 
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day his development continues. God has revealed Himself 
as a Partner Who can be depended upon to help him in his 
growth and development. ,vhatever man's calling he can 
be a partner with God . 

In Masonry we are laborers together with God. We are 
not all operative masons, but as speculative Masons we are 
building a civilization. We are to make this structure a 
temple unto our God. That is the only proper view that 
we can take of our civilization, that it be a temple unto God. 
Certain features should therefore characterize our building 
if the- structure on which we work is to withstand the tests 
to which all buildings are subjected. I am going to suggest 
four:-

First, Education. Not simply the technical "know-how" 
that might make us superior to other builders, but the devel­
opment of character as well as ability. Masonry is a search 
for truth, and that which we, as laborers together with God, 
must ever seek is a knowledge of His ways. In seekirig 
light we are seeking to know His mind. In travelling East 
we are approaching always the source of true understand­
ing. It is not accidental that this search for truth and 
religion ·are initimately bound together in Masonry. The 
Mason seeks to preserve the soul of civilization. Masonry 
is not a religion. It endeavors to join together religion and 
education always reminding the Mason that he is building 
a temple unto God. 

Second, Freedom. Not simply freedom from restraint, 
or the liberty to do as one may please, but, as Charles Kins­
ley put it: "where a man is free to do what he _ought." 
Masons must be devoted and ready to offer themselves for 
the principles of freedom and democracy. 

Third, Brotherly Love. John the Evangelist is a patron 
saint- of Masons because he e~emplifies the two great attri­
butes of Masonry: Friendship and Brotherhood. Light was 
his choice symbol and love to man and God his final goal. 
One of the first -lessons Masohs learn is brotherly interest 
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and goodwill. These give value to our being. They make 
life worthwhile. In promoting brotherly love and charity 
Masonry is wielding a tremendous influence for good 
throughout the world. We are pledged to rid the world 
of- all that separates as well as enslaves men. We meet upon 
the level. 

Fourth, Faith. Last, but not least in importance, is Faith ~ 

in God and man. The Mason who is worthy and well qual­
ified is a man of faith. It is demanded of every brother 
that he have a believing heart; that before he enter upon 
any great or important undertaking he first seek the aid of 
God. Such a sense of God is infinitely concerned and close 
to each one of us is the foundation of all noble living. 

"We are building every day, in a good or evil way, 
And the structure as it grows will our inmost self disclose, 
'Til in every arch and line all our faults and failings shine; 
It may grow a castle grand or a wreck upon the sand. 
Build it well whate'er you do, build it straight and strong llnd true, 
Build it clean and high and broad, build it for the eye of God." 

-Longfellow's Song of the Builder.

darksome resting place is inescapable. It would appe~r 
that the grim reaper has been unsually active in our rankS, 
the scythe of time has cut down those who were near and 
dear to us. The remembrance of those who have gone 
from us, gone, we believe, to find a place in clu. Celestial 
Lodge above, brings sorrow to our hearts and our sympathy 
goes out to those families who mourn the passing of their 
loved ones. 

Bf:fore reading the names of our departe4 brethren, I 
wish. to pause and pay special tribute to one, whilt:: not with 
us today· in body, is surely here in spirit. 

Robert David Magee was as much a part of Grand 
Lodge · as life itself, his friendly handclas_p, his ready wit, 
his knowledge of Masonry, his facility in remembering 
brethren even to their given names, his advice, always fr.eely 
given and the intense devotion with which he served this 
jurisdiction as Grand Secretary for so many years creates 
a void which is indeed hard to replace. When the news that 
our beloved brother had departed this life, although not 
enti~ely unexpeCted, a deep sense of sadness fell upori the 
Craft. 

I cannot recall of one occasion when not being received 
with the utmost courtesy. His encouragement to me in the 
few short months after assuming this high office was no l~ss 
than a tower of strength and in the words of the poet Bryant 

aThou'rt gone: the abyss of heaven 
Hath swallowed up thy form; yet in my heart 
Deeply hath sunk the lesson thou hast given, 
And shall not soon depart." 

We mourn also the loss of Past Grand Master Stanley 
M. Wetmore, who presided over this Grand Jurisdiction in 
the years 1930-31. His interest in Freemasonry was soon rec~ 
ognized and he rapidly rose through the ranks of Grand 
Lodge.

GRAND MASTER~ CONFERENCE 

Your Grand Master, accompanied by R:W: Bro, Ralph 
Pearson, P.G.M., attended the Conference of Grand Mas­
ters of Masons in North America on February 20 and 21, 
held in Washington, D. C., and were made very welcome. 
Having heard reports on the Conference in Grand Lodge 
from previous Grand Masters, naturally my curiosity was 
aroused, and may I say at once, that this was an experi­
ence long to be remembered. To rub elbows with fifty-eight 
Grand Masters from this continent could not help but broad­
en one's viewpoint and be grateful for the crumbs of knowl­
edge which fell during the several discussions 

Following were the topics on the agenda:-

1-Should Constituent Lodges Be More Active in Non­
political and Non-religious Affairs That Make For Com­
munity Betterment? 

2-Are Ancient Landmarks Significant For Today, and 
Should There Be a Uniform List? 

3-Should Freemasonry Take a More Active and Ago 
gressive Part in the Support of the Public Schools? 

4----Should All Grand Lodges of This Conference Grant 
Their Members the Privilege of Dual, and Possibly, Plural 
Membership? 
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5-Should There Be Uniform Qualifications for Masonic 
Membership? 

These subjects were presented and discussed pro and con 
by Grand Masters present. It must be borne in mind that 
this conference carries no authority, as far as each Grand 
Jurisdiction is· concerned, but is for informative purposes 
~nly. However, there is no doubt that indirectly this meet­
ing of Masonic minds serves a worthwhile purpose and is 
to be encOuraged. Past Grand Master Pearson and myself 
also attended several social functions, including two break­
fasts, the latter of which was given by Frank S. Land in 
traditional fashion. I should estimate that there were pres­
ent on that Friday morning over five hundred persons, in­
cluding Vice-President Nixon, Chief Justice Warren, and 
other associate justices ,several ranking members of the Con­
gress and othe1· officials. Something not easily forgotten. 

We were also privileged to visit the George Washington 
Masonic National Memorial, in Alexandria, on his natal day, 
February 22, as well as the House of the Temple, A. & A. 
S. R. Southern Jurisdiction in Washington itself. 

GRAND LODGE REGALIA 

You have no doubt noted the splendid appearance which 
the. Grand Lodge presents today, It will be recalled that 
the Grand Master and Deputy Grand Master received new 
regalia some years ago, now the remaining Officers have 
been given similar treatment. Through the co-operation of 
the constituent Lodges, the financial commitment has been 
discharged as will be noted in the Grand Treasurer's report. 
Our thanks are due P.G.M. Duncan and his committee for 
their successful efforts on our behalf. 

GRAND SECRETARY'S OFFICE 

With the lamented death of our late Grand Secretary, 
the necessity of a new appointment lay before the Board 
of General Purposes and your Grand Master. This is a 
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decision which has only been made but three or four times 
since formation of Grand Lodge. While appreciative of the 
help of the Board of General Purposes, it is in the very 
nature of things, the ultimate decision of the Grand Mas­
ter, at least as the Constitutions of Grand Lodge stand at 
the moment, and having the temerity to think that you did 
not wish your Grand Master to shirk his duty as such, { 
accordingly asked R:W: Bro. Albert C. Lemmon if he'• 
would assume this time-honored office. I was grateful for 
his acceptance; I believe we have a worthy successor. 

The thanks of this Grand Lodge is also due to our capable 
office assistant, Mrs. Henderson, who not only carried on 
during the distressing period of last fall, but her knowledge 
of the office routine has served this jurisdiction in good stead 
and we owe her a debt of gratitude. 

VISITATIONS OUTSIDE THE PROVINCE 

Invitations to attend Grand Lodge sessions of many of 
our sister Grand Jurisdictions have been received but I have 
only been able to attend one such function as of now, namely 
the Grand Lodge communication of Maine held in Portland 
May 5 to 7, although I hope to attend the sessions of our 
two Maritime jurisdictions to be held next month. These 
visitations can only result in added Masonic education and 
enlightenment as well as a personal pleasure. 

STATE OF THE ORDER 

From the notices which I receive from the various Lodges 
in the jurisdiction, and from my own observations, I have 
no reason but to believe that Masonry in the Province is 
in safe hands, •indeed, I believe an upswing is in the process 
of taking place, a revival of interest is evident, which as­
sures the continued growth and place which this honored 
fraternity richly deserves. 
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CONCLUSION 

In spite of my optimistic outlook as regards our Order, 
may I add this word of caution. Could it be, brethren, that 
we may be in danger of measuring our success solely in num­
bers, in dollars and in the magnificence of our temples? 
Surely it should be the spiritual growth of Masons which 
concern us most-not the expansion of Masonry in numbers 
or in worldly wealth. 

Each of us must over and over, again and again, re­
mind ourselves and 1'preach" to our brethren the real 
essence of Masonry. How long has it been since you did 
something for a brother because he was a Mason? Is 
Masonry a Fraternity to you? Do you feel that your fellow­
Mason is a brother? Are your Masonic obligations a check 
and an inspiration in daily living? Great is the danger 
that Masonry, too, may fall victim to the worship of bigness 
of body to the exclusion of humble striving for bigness of 
heart. 

Freemasonry's foundations are deep, the stones are true, 
it is builded well. Is there a nation intact today that has 
lived since the time of the building of King Solomon's tern~ 
pie? Not one. All have been swept away in the constantly 
rising tides of human avarice, passion and greed. Yet, 
Masonry stands more firmly today than ever before. Why 
is that so? 

The answer is simple, brethren. The Masonry we prac­
tice was erected according to the rules and designs laid 
down by the Supreme Architect of the Universe in the Book 
of Life. That book is our Trestle Board. Can Masonry · 
be any more than this? 

Surely we cannot pass on to those who follow, Masonry 
unimpaired, unless it has vital meaning to us.. So my last 
suggestion is simply this: Live as Masons. While I said 
"simply" I do not imply that it is easy. Yet, only here, 
outside the tiled Lodge, can we contribute to the growth 
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of Masonry in greatness of heart. Only as each Mason 
lives his belief in the teachings of the Volume of the Sacred 
La~ can our Fraternity stand straight, strong and tall. 

In the world at present are great powers for good and 
evil; it is how we use these powers that will determine 
our future civilization. Men have grasped the secrets of. 
nature to an extent undreamed of in the past ages of th~ 
world's history. On the whole, the assumption has been 
that all of it has been for the best. There has been little 
hesitation in - describing it as progress. Certainly all of 
us have been fascinated by it and have greatly profited. 
Enough has happened, however, in recent years to make us 
uneasy about our assumption. While profoundly thankful 
for the measure of good judgment which has prevailed, we 
are not so sure that it will always prevail. We are not so 
sure what man is and what he will do in the end. 

Let us remember, then, when the wisdom and strength 
of man fails, there is an inexhaustible supply above. With 
the aid of the Great Architect of the Universe, Masonry 
can be better because of usJ and the world better because 
of Masonry. 

Brethren, it only. remains for me to thank those who 
have eased my path .during the past year. I shall not at­
tempt to name them individually, they are too many,. but 
be assured that every kindness has been appreciated and I 
can but say, thank you and God bless you.

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REPORT OF THE GRAND HISTORIAN 

TO THE GRAND MASTER, OFFICERS AND 
MEMBERS OF GRAND LODG& 
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The Grand Lodge year just closing has seen a number 
of changes and events we must mention in our report: 

First of all, the passing of our Grand Secretary, Decem­
ber 28th, 1957, affected us deeply. Though ill enough for 
a brief stay at the hospital hopes were held out for a great 
improvement in his health. But with the closing days of 
the year his spirit winged its way to the Celestial Lodge and 
on the last day of the old year his Brethren gathered in the 
Church of his choice to join in his obsequies, his Lodge hav­
ing observed the Masonic Service in the• Lodge room of 
the Temple the evening before. The Past Grand Masters 
and other active members of Grand Lodge were the pall 
bearers and honorary pall bearers. As the setting sun of a 
bright winter day flooded the landscape with golden light 
we saw the casket containing the earthly remains of Robert 
David Magee, Grand Secretary, 1936 to 1957, given into the 
arms of mother earth. 

The passing of another distinguished lVIason in the per­
son of Stanley Wetmore, Past Grand Master, 1930-31, aged 
sixty-seven years, reminds us of the thinning ranks of those 
who have ruled from the Grand East. His death occurred 
on August 13th, 1957. 

To the sorrowing loved ones our hearts go out m pro­
found sympathy. 

The successor our Grand Master selected to fill the va­
cant office of the Grand Secretary, Rt. Wor. Albert Colburn 
Lemmon, was a very close friend of Brother Magee1s, arid 
probably the very one Robert himself would have chosen. 
To him we extend our best wishes for success in his new 
and important sphere of Masonic activity. 

Our Grand Master has mentioned in his report the birth 
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of a new Lodge, Coverdale U. D., December 2nd, 1957. In 
the exacting task of checking and preparation for this event 
the District Deputy Grand Master, Wor. Bro. E. E. Lewis, 
deserves great praise. The Master, Orin V. Northrup, is 
a. Past Master of Albert Lodge. The meetings are well con- · 
ducted and the Officers and Brethren of the Moncton Lodge!Y 
are giving the new Lodge their whole-hearted supf'ort. 

Another step forward is the recommending today by the 
Committee on Warrants to new Lodges that a charter b~ 
granted to the Lodge in Boiestown to be entered on the Reg­
istry of the Grand Lodge of New Brunswick by the title of 
Landmark Lodge No. 51. 

Northumberland Lodge No. 17 held their Centennial 
celebration on June 24th, 195 7; Bethel No. 40 their Fiftieth 
on May 15th, 1958; Salisbury No. 20 is preparing to hold 
their One Hundredth anniversary in August of this year, 
and Miramichi Lodge No. 18 will observe their One Hun­
dredth anniversary on June 18th, 1959. 

A number of interesting items have been forwarded in­
cluding the Grand Lodge Certificate of Rev. Francis Part­
ridge, Senior Grand Warden, 1879-80. When your Grand 
I-Iistorian was a student in the Provincial Normal School 
fifty-eight years ago, Rev. Dr. Partridge was Dean of the 
Cathedral in Fredericton. Another item is allegedly a piece 
of marble from the quarries of King Solomon. A few val­
uable old books and papers have also come in. 

Thanks to all who are endeavoring to rescue these things 
from destruction or loss. 

I am very grateful to Past Grand Master Duncan for his 
valuable help in planning a display case and we hope to 
make some progress today. Some weeks ago he and I vis­
ited the New Brunswick Museum and found that institution 
in possession of very old and curiously designed and wrought 
aprons. These, however, are not on display in the Museum 
but carefully stored away in closed-in cases with sliding _doors 
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on the top floor.

,deal in standardizing the ritual in these Districts. 
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We are deeply indebted to our Grand Master, Past Grand 
Master Pearson and our Grand Secretary Lemmon for their 
work at these particular District Meetings, and we strongly 
recommend District Meetings to be held in all Districts for 
the clarification of the work and the standardizing of our 
ritual in all Lodges. 

The Ritual Committee has undertaken several projects 
on its own accord which we believe will be advantageous 
to the Craft in the Jurisdiction. These are as follows:-

First, a procedure for balloting, in order that a standard 
form will be used throughout the Jurisdiction. 

Second, a prescribed form of reception of Grand Lodge 
and its Officers. 

Third, an examination for visitors to be used generally 
throughout the Jurisdiction. 

Fourth., we report progress in regard to the Funeral Ser­
vice, but we still have work to do before we can recommend 
it for adoption. 

We would suggest to the Grand Master, that since we 
have not had a Grand Masters' Conference preceeding the 
Annual Meeting of Grand Lodge for some years now, it 
might be advisable to consider this matter for next year.

It is with great pleasure I now present to you a report 
of my activities for the year in my District.

The offering was given to the Protestant Orphanage 
in Saint John. The scripture lesson was read by the ~ost 
Worshipful Grand Master, Donald A. Somerville. After the 
service the bre_thren formed up again and marched back 
to the Lodge room when Lodge was duly closed which 
completed- the ceremonies for June 23rd. 

At 2 :30 p.m., June 24, Lodge was again opened when 
the .-Entered Apprentice degree was exemplified by the regu­
lar·officers of Northumberland Lodge in a very capable man­
ner. The Lodge of Entered Apprentice was then closed 
and a Lodge of Fellow Craft was opened, when the officers 
of Miramichi Lodge of Chatham conferred the Fellow Craft 
degree on one candidate. The degree work was noteworthy, 
especially the Senior Deacon (protem) Wor. Bro. Simmonds, 
who, if he is spared will next year celebrate fifty years in 
Masonry.
