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REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON FRATERNAL RELATIONS

TO: THE MOST WORSHIPFUL THE GRAND MASTER, OFFICERS
AND MEMBERS OF THE GRAND LODGE OF NEW
BRUNSWICK F. & A.M.

Your committee is pleased to note that its recommendations -
of recognition for 1992 have taken place together with the
resulting appointments of Grand Representatives and also the
filling of those vacancies created through the passing of
incumbents.

Also, at our Grand Communication of 1992, your commitiee
was pleased to recommend and receive the approval by this Grand
Lodge that reciprocal fraternal relations for the purposes of “Inter-
Visitation” be extended the Most Worshipful Prince Hall Grand
Lodge F. & A.M., Province of Ontario and Jurisdiction. Further to
this it is now suggested that a continuing communication take
place to strengthen this new found biond of fraternal friendship.

This Grand Lodge has been informed by the Grand Secretary
of the Grand Lodge of Yugoslavia that our Grand Representative
near their Grand Lodge has, together with others, been expelled
due to what is described as a serious violation of Masonic
principles. However, we have been subsequently informed that
their Grand Master had apparently expelled certain Grand Lodge
Officers without trial, which.resulted in a meeting of their Grand
Lodge Executive Committee suspending their Grand Master, with
authority of their Grand Lodge being vested in the Executive
Committee until the Annual Meeting of their Grand Lodge in
March, 1993. Consequently, in view of this and the deteriorated
political situation, it is recommended that our Grand Lodge should
at this time maintain a “status quo” position pending further
information on the cutcome of their Annual Meeting.

The Grand Lodge of Czechoslovakia was recognized by this
Grand Lodge in May, 1991. The country, as you know, is now
divided into autonomous republics and we await clarification of
the effect on their Masonic positions.

The Grand Lodge of Romania, inactive since 1949, was
reactivated on January 24, 1993 and have requested our
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recognition. The Commission on Information for Recognition of
the Conference of the Grand Masters of Masons in North America
is of the opinion that the Grand Lodge of Romania has been
regularly established and meets the Standards of Recognition.
Accordingly, it is recommended that the Grand Lodge of Romania
be recognized by the Grand Lodge of New Brunswick and
representatives be exchanged.

A request for recognition has been received from the Grande
Loge Nationale Tongolaise, supported by correspondence from the
Grande Loge Nationale Francaise, which consecrated the above
noted Crand Lodge in Paris, France on June 6, 1992. [t is located in
Lome, the capital of the West African country of Togo, and
composed of Lodges previously chartered by the Grande Loge
Nationale Francaise. We are informed that this new Grand Lodge
adopted the Constitution of the Grande Loge Nationale Francaise
and the basis points of regularity. However, it is your Committee’s
recommendation that recognition be deferred at this time.

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REPORT OF THE MASONIC EDUCATION COMMITTEE -
MAY 1993

TO THE MOST WORSHIPFUL THE GRAND MASTER, OFFICERS
AND MEMBERS OF THE GRAND LODGE OF NEW
BRUNSWICK

[t is my pleasure, on behalf of the members of your Grand
Lodge Education Committee, to submit the following report
summarizing the activities of this committee since the last Grand
Lodge sessions.

At the request of the Board of General Purposes, the
Committee recommended some guidelines to be used in selecting
a District Education Officer and made-suggestions as to his duties
and responsibilities. These recommendations and suggestions were
presented to the Board and were ratified and disseminated to the
District Deputy Grand Masters for their guidance.

The Committee was represented at two of the Grand Master’s
District Official Visits and made presentations on the Mentor
Program, its aims, its proper use and its importance.

It was a desire of the Grand Master, M:W: Bro. Orvitle Mason,
to establish some type of “Lodge of the Year” award, to be
presented at Grand Lodge. This proved much more difficult than at
first glance, however we believe we have arrived at an equitable
solution to submit to the Grand Master for his approval.

We had a model to follow which awarded credits for
performance in 10 required categories and 10 optional categories.
Lodges intending to compete for the award were required to serve
notice thereof, submitting reports upon completion of the year.
We felt that this method failed in accomplishing the objective of
the award by rating only those lodges which applied to participate
and allowing others to opt out. We also felt that lodges should not
be coerced, willingly or unwillingly, into competition with each
other which might result in ill feeling among themselves or their
Districts.
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It was easier for us to establish the categories not to be used
as a basis for this award than those which should. For example:
Size of Membership
Amounts of Charitable contributions
Financial situation of the Lodge
Numbers of Candidates
Rituals and / or Floor-work

The feeling of the Committee was that this award, which

should be called the Grand Master’'s Award, be given to the lodge . V

which most exemplifies Masonry and what it stands for, not simply
to a lodge which for that year only, has mounted a campaign to
win a prize. It was felt that the prize in itself should not be the goal
but rather the reward. The selection criteria should be loose and
flexible instead of focusing on specific or mandatory programs or
categories and the term which seemed to find the most favor was
“Measure of Effort.”

We feel that for consideration for this award, lodges should be
rated by the “measure of effort” which they have expended to
reach whatever level they have. As an example, lodges with larger
memberships and therefore a greater number of potential officers,
can choose those who have a demonstrated proficiency at ritual
memorization. Smaller Lodges with fewer members are lucky to
have a full state of officers and can’t be as choosy, so instead of
rating a lodge by the quality of its degree weork, it might be rated
according to the “measure of effort” it expended to achieve
whatever level it has reached. This may be reflected by the number
of practices it held and the number of Officers attending those
practices, for example.

The same “measure of effort”criteria may be used in rating a
Lodge’s charitable work. An example would have charitable
contributions from a Lodge with large income from investiments
and which uses a portion of that investment income in charitable
works, being measured against those of a poorer Lodge which had
to have a special project just to be able to donate a few dollars or
who donated time for community projects, etc.
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This same “measure of effort” could be used to evaluate lodge
spirit, friendliness, church involvement, sick and visiting, widow's
recognition, charity, programs, practices, fund raisers, community
image and participation, youth programs, work parties, etc.
Whereas some of our Districts have lodges which are far apart and
which the District Deputy can’t possibly always attend, any Mason,
be he a member of that Lodge or a visitor, should be able to make
recommendation to the Grand Secretary who would in turn pass it
to the District Deputy for evaluation. The DDGM’s would be
responsible for rating the lodges in their respective Districts and
would meet with the Grand Master, perhaps following a Board of
General Purposes, to explain their choices. The Grand Master of
course would make the final decision.

It was also felt that for the award to have any meaning, it
should not be given purely for the sake of being given. Certain
minimum acceptable standards must be met otherwise the award
should not be given that year. Neither should it be awarded by
District or Lodge but to whatever Lodge has earned it, even if that
lodge is in the same District as last year's winner or even if it is the
same lodge as the past year(s). For a lodge to post consecutive
wins, however, it cannot stand pat, but must show marked
improvement over the previous year.

We continue to stress the importance of the Mentor Program
to the Masonic future of the Candidates whom it is meant to
educate, and to the continued well-being of Masonry in New
Brunswick, and we urge the District Deputies to ensure its
complete implementation by every Lodge in the jurisdiction.

We note also the difficulty which committee members who
are not resident in Districts 2& 7 have in attending meetings, and
intend to take the meetings “on the road” to other areas. The
District Deputies will be informed when a meeting is to be held in
their District and the topic to be discussed. He may invite the
District Education Officer and whomever else he wishes to attend
with him, keeping in mind that while their input may be considered
and discussed, motions and voting are reserved for Committee
members only.

Finally, it is a recommendation of the Committee that both the
District Deputy’s Official Visit Reports and the Secretary’s Annual
Reports to Grand Lodge be revamped. The DDGM'’s should also
receive copies of the Annual Reports.

Master for the opportunity of serving Grand Lodge and the
Masons of New Brunswick.

NEW BRUNSWICK MASONIC CHARITIES AND HOUSING
COMPANY LIMITED

During the period since the last Grand Lodge communication
the Board of Directors of New Brunswick Masonic Charities and
Housing Company Ltd. have held four meetings. Our President
since inception, R:W: Bro. G. Donald Gruchy stepped down in
June 1992 but continues as a Board Member. | assumed these

duties at this time and am pleased to report that the Company has-

been working very diligently to ensure the establishment of Camp
Goodtime, a camp for youngsters suffering from cancer, in New
Brunswick. This camp, the first for New Brunswick will be held at
Camp Clenburn operated by the Y.M.-Y.W.C.A. on the Bellisle in
Kings County. It is anticipated that 80 young people will attend this
camp June 27 to July 3, 1993 with the cost being $12,400.00. On
April 3, 1993 assisted by the M:W: Orville H. Mason | had the
pleasure, on behalf of the Masons of New Brunswick, of presenting
Mrs. 1sabel MacDonald representing the Cancer Society with a
cheque for $10,000.00 to go toward the operation of Camp
Goodtime. Realizing that there are still some Lodges in our
jurisdiction planning on making donations for this Camp, we do
not foresee any problem making a further donation of $2,400.00
to meet the full cost of this year’s operation.

The support that this company has received from Lodges and
many individual Masons has been most encouraging. [ would be
remiss if | were not to thank the several Chapters of the Order of
the Eastern Star who have contributed so generously, these
contributions were totally unexpected but most welcome. Also the
English Brethren, who after vacationing in New Brunswick,
returned home spreading the word of Camp Goodtime with the
result that we received donations from this source as well. It is
incidents like these that rekindle the Spirit and lead one to the
realization that Charity is alive and well within our respective
fraternities.
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I am also pleased to report that Quinn House in St. Andrews
continues to operate at full capacity and with a waiting list. The
Committee from St. Mark’s Lodge No. 5 comprised of R:W: Bro.
Frank Langley, R:W: Bro. Peter Williamson and W:Bro. Galen
Mitchell are to be commended for the splendid manner in which
they operate Quinn House.

At our February 1993 meeting we had Mr. Michael
McMenamon, Regional Director of Municipalities, Culture and
Housing (formally New Brunswick Housing Corporation) speak at
our Board Meeting at which time he informed us of the latest
changes with regard to that Department’s housing policies. His talk
was most informative and will be of assistance to us should a
project shape up in the not too distant future.

The Board wishes to thank the Lodges and Brethren who have
supported us so willingly during the past vear. The enthusiasm for
Camp Goodtime is just overwhelming and it is our hope and
prayer that this will continue to be a principal annual project of the

Company. The Board will do it's utmost to ensure the Camp's
success.

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EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMMES

It is frustrating to see some lodges still not using our wonderful
mentor programme in the prescribed manner.

| did complete the 51 official Lodge visitations and then
attempted to set up and attend the Grand Master's new Qfficial
District Visitations. We attended Districts 1, 2, and 7 then due to
the pressures of a Grand Master’s duties were unable to organize
and attend on Districts 3, 4, and 5. Time simply ran out. Knowing
that the new procedure of district meetings would be a radical
departure from the old system of official visitations to each fodge
and therefore possibly be an additional hurdle in the path of the
new Grand Master, we attempted to start the official district

meetings in order to give the new Grand Master a sort of bare

bones format that he could shape to comply with his goals and the
reception the new format may receive from the brethren.

I ask the brethren here assembled to realize the positive
advantages that this new procedure will bring to Masonry in this
jurisdiction.

1) It will bring the Lodges in a district together and eventually
foster greater unity, fellowship, discussion and exchange of
ideas which is so essential.

2) lt relieves the energy-draining and time-consuming burden that
the old system of 51 visitations placed on the shoulders of the
Grand Master. With only seven district meetings during each
year of his tenure, the Grand Master can then focus his
attention on the Lodges that need help in any area of Masonry
and have more time to foster programmes and procedures to
move Masonry forward.

3) This new system makes the Office of the Grand Master more
attractive and attainable to the younger men with progressive
ideas, Masonic dedication and leadership qualifications while
they are still in the workplace - younger men with the energy
to fight for what must be accomplished to lead Masonry into
the next century.

4) When younger men become Grand Masters, the jurisdiction
will then build a larger roster of past Grand Masters upon
whose experience an incumbent Grand Master can draw. It
will lead to.a greater continuity of direction; and without unity
and continuity of purpose, Masonry will continue to flounder
its way into oblivion. United we stand, divided we fall.
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CONFERENCE OF NORTH AMERICAN GRAND MASTERS

| have heard these conferences described as conferences for
Americans by Americans. 1 have no argument with that because
with one halif of the world’s Masonic membership in the U.S.A.,
why should it be anything else - unless - we Canadians make our
presence known through our accomplishments. I personally spoke
and listened to a cross-section of Grand Masters and
representatives from the State of Washington to Florida and from
Maine to California and never once did [ feel that | was being
patronized. | did feel warmly accepted at all times. If we Canadians
feel that we should receive more recognition, then we must bring
ourselves to the attention of our American brothers by what we
have accomplished collectively every year in preparing “Canadian”
Masonry that it may regain the position in society it once held.

It was exciting and gratifying to hear about the resurgence of
Masonry in Europe, see the Grand Masters and hear about how
they held Masonry together under the heel of dictators and
regimes.

One of the most pressing concerns facing the conference was
the control by Dr. James Holly and his cohorts over the Southern
Baptist Convention and his vicious, determined and well
orchestrated attack on our fraternity. Heads of Boards, Committees
and Departments who were, or just might be, favorably disposed
toward Masonry have been dismissed from their posts - the latest
being Dr. Gary Leazer, head of the Interfaith Witness Department
of the Home Missions Board. While the Conference was in session
we were informed that Dr. Leazer had also been removed from his
position. The tactics and goals of Dr. Holly remind one of Hitler’s
tactics in his rise to power, make no mistake, my brethren, we have
a fight on our hands.

In his latest book “A Pilgrim’s Path” john ). Robinson exposes
the misinformation and blatant lies used by Dr. Holly and his T.V,
evangelists much as a skilled surgeon would expose a cancerous
growth,

John Robinson is possibly the greatest champion Masonry has
had and may ever have. | like to think of him as being the
inspiration to Masonry that Winston Churchill was to England in its
time of peril; and brethren, Masonry is facing its greatest peril in
the last hundred years.
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| personally found this conference to be educational,
rewarding and fulfilling. Not so much in the formalized structure of
the conference, but in the private conversations with Grand
Masters in the halls, at meals and at the “mini conferences” held
after hours in rooms. This is where grass roots Masonry was
discussed.

ALL CANADA CONFERENCE

Your Grand Master and Deputy Grand Master R:W: Bro. Carr >

Graham attended this year’s conference.

As is my habit, | will again speak forthrightly and [ am certain
others who attended will echo my sentiments.

1 was disillusioned with this years conference as it was a prime
example of the lack of unity, purpose, direction and vision which is
s0 necessary to move Masonry onward and upward. When one
finally realizes that we are continually living in the future, the
irrevocable truth strikes home that we have no time to waste in
indecision, vacillation and grandstanding. Each jurisdiction is
autonomous unto itself to deal with matters pertaining to its
operation. Its own housekeeping, so to speak, and jurisdictions
should never relinquish this right; but when there is a devolution of
this autonomy whereby it becomes a wall behind which a
jurisdiction can hide and isolate itself from taking united action on
matters that are extremely crucial to the survival of Masonry in
today’s society, it then becomes a millstone around the necks of
those jurisdictions who are attempting to work in unity, harmony
and amity to strengthen our order and present a solid front and |
pray that succeeding conferences will begin to build instead of
being divisive.
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PROGRAMMES

The programmes that were undertaken in 1991 and their
relative progress are as follows:

1. District Councils: These councils got off to a slow start but are
beginning to dig in and are eliciting greater interest among the
brethren. This bodes well for Masonry.

2. Widows Programme: The meetings | have attended that
honoured a Lodge’s Masonic Widows have been wonderful
successes. | was particularly touched by the pride and
appreciation on the part of these distinguished ladies at being
brought back into the Masonic community. We must now
keep them involved in our community.

3. Higher quality of leadership at all fevels: The necessity for
better leadership has been stressed at every opportunity and
should be addressed formally as soon as possible. [ have given
a copy of the format used by the State of Maine to our
Education Committee for their perusal.

4. To adopt a charity: Camp Goodtime has been the catalyst that
has brought all Lodges together-in a common and successful
purpose.

5. Compilation of Lodge histories: Once again, some have and
some have not.

6. Greater interaction with the Public: Again, Camp Goodtime
has been responsible for greater interaction with the public
through fund raising events which, in turn, have given the
public a greater insight into Masonry. In addition, an increasing
number of semi-public installations of officers is showing its
benefits by an increase of petitions for admittance.

7. To increase the size of Mostly Masonry: This aim is becoming
more successful with every issue.

8. To initiate support for youth groups: Once again the Masans
of New Brunswick dug into their pockets and helped give the
fledgling Phil Drader-Coronation Chapter Order of DeMolay a
flying start and the Chapter hasn’t looked back.

9. A District Educational Officer for each District: To date |
believe this has been done and should ensure the future
quality of Masonic Education. Education is the cornerstone of
our Masonic rebuilding process.
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DISTRICT DEPUTY GRAND MASTERS

To my slate of District Deputy Grand Masters | can only offer
my heartfelt thanks for your tremendous and complete support ~
and, at times, guidance on certain matters. When | was an
advanced infantry instructor in World War II, | often expressed a
conviction that | would sooner work with tigers than have mindless
sheep follow me. As your Grand Master, | have been singularty
blessed to have been able to work with tigers instead of sheep and
your contribution to Masonry in New Brunswick is very visible for ™
all to see. Thank you my brothers.

ORDER OF DEMOLAY

As mentioned earlier in this report, the Phil Drader-Coronation
Chapter is up and running. While it is true that the Masons of New
Brunswick contributed the initial financial support, the cornerstone
of its success is the unbelievable dedication and vision of the
Executive and Dad Advisors. It has been stated that 66% of the
DeMolay boys in the State of Maine join Masonry. If that
percentage is possible to reach in New Brunswick, it behooves us,
brethren, to get behind DeMolay and have it expand in this
jurisdiction. By so doing we will be ensuring the future of Masonry
in this province; but, we must be always cautious of one very
important fact. These are young boys, and as such, are very
susceptible to the example that we set as men, counsellors and
Masons. | am certain the example that is set for these young boys
will be the determining factor as to whether they continue on to
Masonry or not.

GENERAL COMMENTS

Masonry continues to move forward in this jurisdiction and |
am elated to witness the renewed interest, vigour and activity in all
Lodges. This is due to a continuing higher caliber of leadership in
the Blue Lodges. We have an increasing number of young masters
taking office and their ideas and zeal are beginning to show in the
increased activities in their Lodges.

In my 1992 report, | spoke about 2 or 3 Lodges who were
struggling and were being assisted to their feet by dedicated
brethren from other Lodges. These Lodges are back on their feet
and moving forward. As fong as the Worldwide Craft of Masonry
has such dedicated brethren on its membership role, Masonry will
never completely disappear.

As is evidenced by the presence here today of Most
Worshipful Brother Benjamin Layne and Right Worshipful Brother
Reginald Brothers, Grand Master and Deputy Grand Master
respectively of the Most Worshipful Prince Hall Grand Lodge of
Ontario and Jurisdiction, we in New Brunswick have exchanged
recognition and the right of intervisitation between our respective
Jurisdictions. This was a historic step in New Brunswick Masonry
and | am proud to have been part of the’process because
recognition of our Prince Hall Brothers as being regular Masons
has been overdue by a century or more and has been a blot on
Masonic history.

Whatever success a Grand Master may enjoy is based largely
upon the quality of his Grand Secretary and Director of
Ceremonies. | have been blessed with' the highest caliber of both. |
appreciate the calmness which Right Worshipful Brother Ralph
Andrews displayed on occasion when dealing with a sometimes
fractious Grand Master and the ability of Worshipful Brother
Graham Pelley to keep me on the rails of protocol. As the young
people say today, “| owe you one my brothers”.

Once again, | extend my deepest appreciation to Right
Worshipful Bro. Douglas Mayes for the tremendous job he has
done in organizing the new format for both last year’s and this
Grand Lodge Communication. With the pressures of his
employment | don’t know how he does it, but he does. If | have
enjoyed any success as Grand Master, it is attributable to my wife
Mary.

REPORT OF THE FINANCE COMMITTEE

TO: THE MOST WORSHIPFUL GRAND MASTER, OFFICERS AND
MEMBERS OF THE ANCIENT AND HONOURABLE
FRATERNITY OF FREE AND ACCEPTED MASONS OF
NEW BRUNSWICK.

Since 1988 the Financial Statement of Grand Lodge was
distributed to each member prior to our Annual Communication.
This statement includes the income and disbursements, the
investments of the Grand Lodge Investment Account and the Fund
of Benevolence as well as the Report of the Auditors.

During the past year, from 1991 to 1992, income from
investments in the Grand Lodge Investment Account fell by some
$7,300.00 and the Fund of Benevolence Account by $2,600.00.
This is due to lower interest rates on investments.

The budget for 1993, presented to the Board of General
Purposes in january, projects an income of $103,600.00 with
expenditures of the same amount. In other words, a break even
year.

With most of our high interest yielding investments coming
due and deteriorating interest on new investments and the
increasing costs of operating Grand Lodge, that beyond this year,
expenditures may well exceed income.

During the past year, we were able to assist a Lodge in the
purchase of a new Lodge building at interest rates favorable both
to the Lodge and the Grand Lodge.

Bearing in mind the financial restraints on Grand Lodge, we
make the following recammendations:

“That the unconditional grant of $550.00 be given to each
lodge in this Grand Jurisdiction.” We feel this grant is essential to
some of the smaller lodges to meet operating expenses.
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. “That $10,000.00 in bursaries, again,
this amount be taken from the Fund of B

He has always been well
received in this district and it is felt by many that over time a lot
will be lost at a time when we can’t afford to lose any more
interest.
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Districts #7 and #2 continue the tradition of holding joint
workshops or District Council meetings, and 1 am pleased to report
that they are still well attended with nearly 100% participation by
all lodges in the two districts on an almost equal representation
from the two districts. The average attendance continued to be
around forty. Three such meetings were held, in june 1992,
October 1992 and March 1993 and are developing into a social
event with the host lodge providing a full breakfast before each
meeting. The location continues to vary throughout the fourteen
lodges.

Degree work continues to be very well done in this district. An
increasing number of comments are being made with respect to
having the ritual written out or at least an official version being
made readily available in the district.

The gavel continues to
travel throughout the two districts in a spirit of competitiveness
thereby generating considerable visitations between lodges.

Widows programs recognizing the importance of our departed
brother’s spouses have been successfully carried out in five of the
seven lodges in this district. The remaining two are currently
making preparations for their programs.

I am pleased to report that several lodges in District #7 are
willing to try something new. Salisbury Lodge #20 must be
commended for a second year in a row. The lodge put on a
Musical Variety Show at their local high school on March 19,
1993. A surprising number of talented members of the fraternity
sutfaced, along with some well known international talent, to
entertain over 300 patrons. The effort raised over $1300.00 for the
Camp Goodtime project. Brother Arthur Grear of Acacia Lodge
#49, Quinn Medallion recipient of 1989, continues to be a true
Mason. He supplied a ladies watch and oversaw the selling of
tickets totalling $2000.00, the proceeds of which are for Camp
Goodtime. A Table Lodge was held by Howard Lodge #15 on
October 6, 1992,
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On the social side, two major events occurred in 1992. Rt.
Wor. Bro. Earl Murray hosted a fun filled old fashion family barn
dance for the two districts in May. The children and the seniors
and all those in between thoroughly enjoyed the day’s activities of
hay rides, farm exploration, potluck dinner, entertainment and
dancing. The Christmas dinner and dance sponsored by the four
greater Moncton lodges continued to be a sell out function and
was so well liked that attenders requested tickets that evening for
this year’s event. Several lodges continue to hold family barbecues.

In summary, | continued to have a second busy and rewarding
year and would like to sincerely thank all those brethren who
attended on me on my official visits. The fellowship, hospitality and
cooperation extended by all the lodges in District #7 is second to
none.

On behalf of the seven lodges in District #7 | commend you
for the programs you promoted during your tenure among which
the Widows Program was long over due, the District Councils put
a new light on the old workshops and the worthwhile Camp
Goodtime project may become the catalyst for renewed interest.
