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REPORT OF THE LIBRARY COMMITTEE

To: The Most Worshipful The Grand Master, Officers and |

Your committee begs leave fo submit the following
report:.

Book Allowance Requests

During the past year there was one request from a
subordinate Lodge for the purchase of books, which
was subsequently approved and the funds remitted.

Grand Lodge Library

For a significant number of years the Grand Lodge
library has lain dormant with no-effort having been
made o acquire new books for the collection or fo
make the holdings of the library readily available o the
members within the province. A number of months
ago, with the support and co-operation of the Grand
Secretary, the process of re-organizing and catfaloging
the Grand Lodge library began.

As of this date the holdings of the library have been
reorganized, cafalogued and labeled. As part of this
process a catalogue has been produced and wiil
shorfly be available on the Grand Lodge web site as
well as in the Grand Secretaries office. With the
objective of making the circulating library available o
all Masons in the province, policies have been
developed and have been forwarded to the Board of
General Purposes for their review and approval at the
Boards June meeting. If approved the library should be
fully functional come the fall of 2003.
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While the collection contained within the Grand
Lodge library is relatively small, there are a few volumes
that are very old and of significant value, one of which
is a rare copy of the constitutions of the Grand Lodge
of Massachusetts printed in 1798, as well as an early
copy of Ahiman Rezon by Laurence Dermot (The
Constitutions of the Ancients Grand Lodge) In addition
there are many old Masonic digests, the contents of
which will prove of interest to the Masonic student.

In an effort to bolster the collection of the library, the
process of identifying and ordering suitable Masonic
books has commenced. While this may not initially
appear fo make much of an impact on the size of the
collection, contfinued efforts in this area over the next
several years will result in a significant growth in. the
number of volumes available.

Further fo the ongoing acquisition of Masonic
publications, the Library committee wishes to actively
solicit the support of the Masonic Fraternity throughout
the Province by seeking the donations of Masonic

books.- Whether the donation is a singie volume or a

small collection, every book received increases the size
of our library holdings to the benefit of all Masons within
the jurisdiction.

Grand Lodge Archives
_In additfion fo the cataloging of the Grand Lodge
library there has also been an ongoing effort 1o
catalogue the archival collection belonging to the
Grand Lodge of New Brunswick. This collection is small,

due in part fo the ravages of two fires (1877 and 1929); -
which destroyed many of our early records and

artifacts, There are however a number of documents:

and artifacts, which are of interest and value, reflecting.: -
the early history of the Fraternity in the Province. One of -

the oldest is the Warrant that belonged to St. George’

Lodge No. 19,issued in 1789. This warrant, which was in-:
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very poor condition, has been restored  and archivally
framed and is currently on display in the Masonic
Temple. In addition to this arfifact there are also the
Warrants that had belonged to Midian and Leinster
Lodges. As funds become available these warrants
along with other appropriate items will be framed and
put on display for dll fo enjoy and reflect on our past.

With a view fo preserving our archival collection for
the benefit of future generations of Masons, the various
minufe books, journals, correspondence and other
documents have been placed in acid free storage
boxes and deposited in the Grand Lodge vauli,
thereby meeting minimal archival standards.

A cafalogue of our archival holdings is ngcring
completion and will appear as an addendum in the
catalogue of the Grand Lodge library. This catalogue
will allow the Masonic student engaged in research to
more readily identify materials that may be relevani 1o
their work. Generally speaking, archival collections
should be availabie for viewing and research. Policies
goveming the acquisition, storage and access to the
archives have been drafted and forwarded to the
Board of General Purposes for approval.

As in the case of the library, donations of archival
materials and artifacts that are pertinent to the history
of Freemasonry Iin the Province are strongly
encouraged. Such donations add to the bc_)dy of
knowledge as well as fo the preservation of our history.,

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REPORT OF FINANCE COMMITIEE

To: The Most Worshipful The Grand Master, Officers and
Members of the Grand Lodge of New Brunswicik, F.&A.M.

It is a plecsure o comment once again on the financial
health of our Grand Lodge for the year 2002 on behalf of the
Grand Lodge Finance Commitiee.

The financial report by the Grand Treasurer shows that we
finished the year with a nominal loss of $160 against our
budget projection of a $1,920 gain. This was attained despite
reduced investment income and reflects good control on
EXPenseas.

The financial markets are sfit very uncertain and
evetybody keeps hoping for a tum around in the year 2003.
You will note that income from investments and per capita
are dmost identical, reflecting our reduced membership and
iower investment income.

During the year we made loans to Lodges needing short
term help and hopefully this has, been helpful for them 1o
avoid bank financing.

Our budget indicated a deficit for the year of $4.695 and if
this matericlizes, we will use some income from the
Benevolent Fund to balance at year end, as we are cllowed
under the Constitution.

Al g recent Board of General Purposes meeting it was
decided to reduce the Grants fo Lodges from $300 annually
fo $200 to help in balancing the budget for the coming year.
In addition, | will propose to Grand Lodge that we increase
member per capita from the present $10.00 by $1.00 per
year, beginning in 2004, until it reaches $15.00 in five years.
We believe this is necessary to adequately fund Grand
Lodge and it is the first increase in more than 20 years, We
recommend that $10,000 be paid in bursaries from the Fund
of Benevolence.

The richness of the
history of this Lodge was made very plain and it gives me
great plecsure to know that | am now a minor part of this
great Lodge’s history.

Another significant event was the closing of Albert Lodge.
Another Lodge of significant history, it coniinues on as. an
amalgamated porfion of the new Howard lodge #15 in
Hillsbore. We performed the ceremony of refuming the
charter and in doing so closed the final chapter on Albert
Lodge as a separate entity. The emotions experienced by
those present were very strong on that night. | am pleased o
have been apart of that cerermony and a part of their
history, aibeit a very sad part. In like manner, | was called
upon to receive the Charter of Restigouche Lodge #25,
which closed its doors on May 2, 2003. Unfortunately in this
case there was no amalgamation, only ciosure. This situation
is made even more sad as this was the first Lodge fo be
constifufed by the Grand Lodge of New Brunswick afier its
formation in 1867.

Another memorable, or. out of the ordinary, experience
came at the hands of the Grand Chaplain. | was invited by
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that Very Worshipful Brother fo attend a Masonic
Thanksgiving service at his church on the Kingston Peninsula
and to deliver the sermon. | must admit | never dreamed that

| would ever engage in such an activity, but it Is now a part-

of the Masonic history of the Grand Lodge of New Brunswick.
This is of no parficular historical note as the Rev. Ken
Legassick delivered many sermons as Grand Master but it is

of significant personal note that this clerically untrained .

Grand Master shouid have delivered q sermon.

The last two impressive memories occurred  during
speaking engagements or opportunities. The first was being a
part of Grand Lake Lodge’s fellowship night that nefted
themn thirfeen new members. | am so glad | was a small part
of this truly momentous occasion at Grand Lake Lodge.

The second was an accidental meeting with three anti-
masonic ministers. We held discussions for over 2 % hours and
many issues and questions were put on the table. At the end

one of the ministers said that there was no questioning the -

good work masonry has done and is doing, no question that

there are many good men in Masonry, no question that -

many people’s lives had been improved through the efforts
of Masons but his church could not support any organization
that defended a policy of religious tolerance and refused to
actively convert all of its membership to  Christianity.

With a modest amount of
direction from the frainer, a few facts here and thers, the
parficipants end up teaching themselves and arriving at
conclusions that mean something to them personally. At the
end of the day every pardicipant feels that he mcde a valid
confribution to the day.

Brethren, | believe we are on to g good thing here and we
have a frained team in place to cany it on. | will add that all
the frainers are volunieers with the exception of one who
persists in the belief that he was volunteered amy style,
“Sergeant | need a man fo do this job. Thank you for
volunteering.”

The Grand
Master did a survey of the Lodges to gef their
feedback on the Mentor Program and found that its
present form was acceptable. The Education
Committee will confinue to encourage the use of the
Mentor Program.

Grand Honors during Official Visiis: The practice of
giving Grand Honors during official visits of the Grand
Master and the Deputy Grand Master was discussed at
every meeting of the Board. As it stands now the Board
has declded that all members in the Lodge including

the official suite will participate in the giving of Grand
Honors. -

Elecironic Media: A request was received for a ruling
on the use of talk mail for sending Lodge notices. The
Board ruled that falk mail could be used for general
nofices, but not for the official Lodge nofice. The Board
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also reconfirmed its position that e-mail can be used for
the Lodge notice. : o

Exarn Booklet: A bookiet has been produced that
puts the examination work for the severoll degrees into
code.

Jurisprudence: A proposal was made by fthis
commli?rreé that the term of the Deputy Grand Master
coincide with the term of the Grand Master.

ostly Masonry: A new editor was appointed this
yel\cgr cyﬁer our former editor refired. W:B IS’ruor’r
MacDonald has foken over from RW;:B: Michael
swetnam ond has produced the paper under a
different format.
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Training and Development: This is a new committee
formed to deliver the Leadership Training Program that
the Board adopted this year. This commiftee is in
charge of the iraining program for the Trainers and
their delivery of the training modules to the Lodges. This
program is now well under way with many courses
having already been delivered around the Jurisdiction.

Library: The library of the Grand Lodge, after years of
neglect, is being organized and revamped to make |t
more useful for members who wish 1o do research on
Masonic topics. The driving force behind this project is
W:B: Stuart MacDonald. One accomplishment has
been the preservation and mounting of the original
Charter of St. Georges Lodge, Maugerville, 1789. This
Lodge was number 19 on the register of The Grand
Lodge of Nova Scotia. It was the third Lodge formed in
New Brunswick and closed in 1827. The Board also
allocated monies fo purchase some new books.

Grand Lodge Communication: Two changes were
made in the proceedings of Grand Lodge. The
Brethren no longer need to sign the register when they
report for credentials. This year the Grand Masters
Banquet on Saturday evening will be held in and
catered by the Masonic Temple. This is a trial and will
be addressed again before the next Grand Lodge.

Rilual: Two projects of the Ritual Commitiee were
completed this year. The revised Officers Manual and a
Table Lodge Ritual were printed and made available
to the Lodges.

State of Lodges: This year two Lodges returmed their
Charters to Grand Lodge.

RE VIEW COMMITIEE

To: The Most Worshipful The Grand Master, Officers and
Members of the Grand Lodge of New Brunswick,
F.&AM.

The Constitution Review Committee was tasked o examine
the modemization of the Constitutions and General Regulations
of this Grand Lodge.

It must be understood that the committee's purpose is not to
rewrite the Consfitution, bui fo make the existing publication
rmore User friendly keeping in mind that numerous items in the
current document are actuaily regulations or directives by
nature and could be separated from the consfitutional laws,
iandmarks and ancient charges. The concept being examined
is to structure two documents, The first will include the
constitutional laws which can only be changed by nolice of
motion before Grand Lodge and the second will include rules of
governance in the form of regulations, policies, procedures or
directives. The later wouid be administered by the Board of
General Purposes or similar body, which would derive its
authority from the Constitution.

To this end, the commitiee via the Grand Secretary, has
requested input from each Lodge in the Grand Jurisdiction
regarding concerns that each may have and any suggesfions
for improverment.

| e in our delivery time-table, we have accomplished
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1. Two Train-the-Trainer facilitation courses with a total
of 18 trainers being gudlified o deliver the training
modules. The course was infensive, compressing
about 50 hours info 20 hours, emphasizing aduit
leaming principles, preparing and delivering a
lesson plan, and facilitating.  Every disirict s
represented by one to three trainers who are
alternately delivering present courses and building
future ones. it is the goal of the Committee to have
at least a three man team in each district.

2. Since November, 2002, 10 sessions on Running an
Effective Lodge meeting have been held in each

of the Districts. Running about 56 houws, some

sessions were spiit in two for logistical reasons. On
average, each session averaged about one dozen

participants, ranging from new members fo sitfing

officers fo Past Masters. Al were enthusiastic
paricipants withoui exception. Aithough the focus
for Effective Lodge Meetings was on conducting a
meeting, porfions of the course included
communication skills, roles and responsibilities and
jouched on such things as feam work, delegation,
and so on.

The inifial stage of the program has concentrated on
delivering the material in a classroom setting. This is the
preferred method to dllow interaction, instant feedback,
evdluation, and fo ensure the concept is understood before
moving on. To supplement this preferment, plans are being
made 1o develop a Correspondence Course covering the
same material. Plans are to have this developed, fested and
ready for delivery by the end of 2003. S§iill in the concept
stage is a third method of delivery: via the internet. There Is
no time fable on this, but redlistically we are looking at three
to five years.

While it is too early fo measure the effectiveness of
Leadership fraining, we do evaluate each session for
content, delivery and usefuiness. During these feedback
sessions, many participants have asked for further training in
areas not covered by our mandate such as ritual work, non-
degree rifual, jurisprudence, and more in depth material of
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subject matter. Every effort. will be. made o meet these
needs.

The Training Commitiee will conlinue to implement ifs
training sirategy as outlined in the comprehensive report on
Training and Development, October, 2001. Although there
has been. no direct cost fo Grand Lodge so far in the
progrom due to the generosity of donated time and falent,
undoubtedly there will be expenses in the coming months.
However, the modest budget established for Training should
prove adequate.,

The Training Team can provide the finest tools to build a
strong and vibrant leadership within the Lodge but unless the
officers and members actually pick them up and set them fo
work, nothing will be accomplished. 1t takes desire and
commitment along with many fools to be an effective
builder. '

There have been lodges that were dommant for several

years, their furmnishings and regadlia scaitered, and who either

simply didn't meet and then awoke from a deep slumber
and continue to this day, Salisbury Lodge is one.

it was even suggested Sdlisbury's warrant should be faken
to Pefitcodiac, but Sdlisbury is stil af Sdlisbury. Lebanon
Lodge surrendered their warant in 1894 and then reciadimed
it in 1901.
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The light siill shines from the East in the mornlng and it is
sure. that It will, there have been low points in our Grand
Lodge history, but the brethren have come back.

Recentily, an occasion occurred to seek information of a
"subsidiary” Masonic group in Moncion, which exisied about
fifty years ago. Now it is realized records are lost due to fire,
flood, war and yes, even neglect. Many Grand Lodge
records were desfroyed in the Great Fire of 1877, my own
lodge lost its records in a fire of 1968.

Enquiries to lodge secretaries in Moncion came up with .
Iitfle if any knowledge of the Moncton Masonic Club or the
Masonic Library Board as ’rhey were known. So it is possibie
that another page or facet in the Mdsonic history of New
Brunswick has slipped away into myth or legend.

In the name of postferity and those who will come after
those here to day, there is a need for the lodges; each and
every one to ensure their history is written. Without the history
of our past, we cannot plan for our future. Without a hisfory
of our past mistakes we will confinue.to repeat those
mistakes, fo the defriment of our strengths and growth,

Imagine the history of Blackville Lodge No 43 s contained
in a few mentions in the Grand Lodge proceedings and a
couple of phrases in a shori history of Northumberland
Lodge.

Tweedie Lodge is gone, however some of their arlifacts
are now with Fownes Lodge, which will for a time continue
that memory, but without a history, who will know what those
itemns mean ten years down the road.

It is hoped that the members of Sunset Lodge,
Campobello, have started their lodge's history and have
recorded the sod tuming eveni on 14 December 2002 for
their new Mascnic Hall.
